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Experiences- from clinical practice to 
research and back to clinical practice:

• Although the PERRIN research program is still ongoing, 
various strategies are being used to transfer knowledge 
from research into clinical practice. 

• Professionals and patient organizations highly 
appreciate being involved in the early stages of the 
program and becoming informed about the results.

• Knowledge transfer should be seen as an integrated 
process within research, with different potentially useful 
implementation strategies.
